Update on the Boil Order:


This is a public safety message to the Town of Oxford Water Utility customers.
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The Boil Order remains in effect.
The Town has not yet received confirmation that the water is safe for consumption.


Due to the power outage experienced at the Utility’s chlorination plant on the weekend, the Town is required by the Department of Environment to have water tests completed to ensure the absence of pathogens or bacteria in the Town’s drinking water prior to the removal of the boil order. The boil order remains in effect until the test results confirm that the water is safe for consumption.


All customers are advised to boil any water for at least one minute that is to be used for drinking, ice cubes, washing food, brushing teeth or any other activity requiring human or domestic animal consumption until advised further.
